To everyone that is attempting to convert from SMF and receiving the Cannot redeclare timeformat error, please make
sure that all SMF modules and mambots are unpublished.  That has been the issue with every single install of FB
converted from SMF with this error, unless I missed one that is different.  Double check the mambots.



Also, make sure that your bridge is uninstalled.  If using the Joomlahacks bridge, because it makes changes to core
Joomla files, you have to restore the files that are modified.  Please check on the Joomlahacks forum for help with this.

I've been playing around with the converter script (SMF > FB and also SMF > JB > FB).



I'm getting a really odd problem.



When I first ran the script, it had some problems...Noted here in other posts, the script stummbled on duplicate users and
also signatures.
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After I removed the duplicates I cleared out the signature table and the script ran fine.



The script updated and told me it'd successfully populated the categories, users and threads (showed me the thread
count as what it is on my SMF, 20k).



I loaded up FB to find that it hadn't actually populated nearly any of the threads, some 300 or so rather than 20k.



It had picked out OLD threads from back in 2005/ early 2006 and ignored most of the 2006 and all of the 2007 threads.



I am really unsure why its doing this, I've tried it a few times now and its the same problem each time.



I converted my JB to SMF a long time ago, whether this is to do with it I'm unsure (the JB tables do not exist in the
Database anymore so I can't see where its getting the old data from).



Any ideas?

I am having a problem with executing the smf -> joomlaboard -> fireboard conversion. Hopefully there is a solution. 



I recently converted from a long running phpbb board to smf.  When I run the converter to take the smf board to
joomlaboard, here is the error message I get;

"Populating Categories...

My smf database is actually named 'dbmead99_phpbb' becuase of the conversion.  I believe I am getting this error
becuase the smf database is not installed in the same db as my joomla install. 



So, is there any solution for sonverting smf when it resides in a different db?  If not, any other suggestions?



My web host seems to be a little tight on their mysql permissions. I am using pair.com which is a shared environment. 
The online controls they give me basically allow for creating and backing up a db, and nothing more.  Their tight policies
are also the reason why I have not been able to bridge the smf and joomla installs. 



Although I have a backup of the smf board, I don't neccesarily know that I could copy it in to the joomla db, or even how
to go about that, and then how to uncompress, delete after conversion, etc.  I have limited skills in those areas. 



Any suggestions here?  Losing all my old posts would kind of defeat my purposes.

I would setup a test installation by cloning your production system onto a subdomain or locally on your pc using xampp or
vertigoserv so you can use the localhost address for the test install.



Then you cam play and screw up to your heart's content, until you get it right, at which point I would take another copy of
the production site, refresh the test setup with it and then do the conversion once more following exactly what you did for
the successful attempt. If this works I would backup the production server, then do the same steps again in production. If
it fails, you have a file and database level backup to restore the production site to its pre-conversion state.

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I think I have found out why some/many threads are split.



When the threads are imported with "doSMFUpgrade()" (starts at line 140) a parameter $steps is calculated:

$step = ceil($limits_total / 300);



Im my case the result seems to be 25, because that's how the threads are split in my forum.



An Example:

Let's say we have a message with the id of 110 which starts a new thread.

Then it has the following parameters in the database for id/parent/thread: 110/0/110.

The next reply has 111/110/110, the next reply 112/111/110, and so on.



Like I said, my value for $steps seems to be 25.

We are still in the same thread - and now a message reaches id 126 there comes the fault:

Instead of 126/125/110 it says 126/0/126 in the database.

If the original thread is even longer the next split comes at the message with the id 151.

Instead of 151/150/110 it says 151/0/151 in the database.



You see, the threads are splitted when the message id reaches the next "step", in my case xx01, xx26, xx51 and xx76.



At the moment I don't know how to fix this in the converter itself - I think Daniel will find a solution - but, if you don't have
that many messages you can fix this in your database with phpMyAdmin:



Go to your forum and look for the theads beginning with "RE:", which should normally be in the same thread as the one
without "RE".

Example: you have a thread "Hello" and two threads with "RE:Hello".

OK, when you move your mouse over the starting thread you see the id of the first message, for example 110.

In your phpMyAdmin, go to "jos_fb_messages" and show the entries. Go to id 110.

The first thing you have to do is to fix the next wrong step, in my case it would be id 126.

Edit it and enter 125 at "parent".

Now go to 151 and enter 150 as parent.

Now write down the id of the last message in your thread, for example 165.



OK, now execute the following SQL statement (for this example!!!):

Go back to your forum and you see that the split thread is shown together again.

Now you have to repeat this procedure for all other split threads.

Or wait for a fixed version of "smftofb.php"! :)

When the threads are imported with "doSMFUpgrade()" (starts at line 140) a parameter $steps is calculated:

$step = ceil($limits_total / 300);



Im my case the result seems to be 25, because that's how the threads are split in my forum.



An Example:

Let's say we have a message with the id of 110 which starts a new thread.

Then it has the following parameters in the database for id/parent/thread: 110/0/110.

The next reply has 111/110/110, the next reply 112/111/110, and so on.



Like I said, my value for $steps seems to be 25.

We are still in the same thread - and now a message reaches id 126 there comes the fault:

Instead of 126/125/110 it says 126/0/126 in the database.

If the original thread is even longer the next split comes at the message with the id 151.

Instead of 151/150/110 it says 151/0/151 in the database.



You see, the threads are splitted when the message id reaches the next "step", in my case xx01, xx26, xx51 and xx76.



At the moment I don't know how to fix this in the converter itself - I think Daniel will find a solution - but, if you don't have
that many messages you can fix this in your database with phpMyAdmin:



Go to your forum and look for the theads beginning with "RE:", which should normally be in the same thread as the one
without "RE".

Example: you have a thread "Hello" and two threads with "RE:Hello".

OK, when you move your mouse over the starting thread you see the id of the first message, for example 110.

In your phpMyAdmin, go to "jos_fb_messages" and show the entries. Go to id 110.

The first thing you have to do is to fix the next wrong step, in my case it would be id 126.

Edit it and enter 125 at "parent".

Now go to 151 and enter 150 as parent.

Now write down the id of the last message in your thread, for example 165.



OK, now execute the following SQL statement (for this example!!!):

Nearly every converter, for whatever reason, assumes that the user base is already in Joomla.  If you didn't have SMF
bridged, before you use the converter, you might want to bridge it then sync the users.  If you do this, be careful on how
you use the sync as it has the capability of removing user rights if used improperly.  Also, I would recommend the bridge
by Orstio at simplemachines.org as it doesn't modify core Joomla files.  Once all users are in Joomla, they will be moved
into the Fireboard usertables as the users log in and view the forum.

I've been following this abortion since the beginning and I've been sitting on the sidelines waiting for a decent working
converter since this was announced. I too have a medium sized board with 60,000 posts, so I need something solid.
After these recent posts, I had to pipe in.



I was very encouraged when the devs had (SMF to Fireboard) converter coming soon in the initial features list. Just
running a half-decent forum app natively in Joomla is the attraction, as it is with the rest of you.



Earlier in the thread, the one of the devs announced (during the first month) that a converter was on it's way. Now four
months later, there is zilch. This is very disappointing and as others have said, does not give Fireboard a great reputation
for support.



What's even more perplexing is why when the team WROTE that SMF to FB conversion was a soon-to-be released
feature and they didn't deliver, WHY HAVE THEY GONE SILENT ON THIS? They were all over this thread early on but
now Dani and the rest have gone AWOL. This is extremely disconcerting and the first thing that people tell you in
handling disillusioned customers is to give them news, however bad it may be.



Open memo to the devs: If you can't do it, say so and ask for help from someone who can. If you don't want to do it, tell
us...we're grown ups and can take it.

No need to apologize. Several things need to be clarified first. When I said buggy, I meant the current bridges to link
Joomla and SMF, galleries and Joomla, etc. I was not knocking Fireboard or said it was buggy. I wasn't attacking the
product...I was ranting about the lack of feedback from a dev about this issue. Thirtysomething pages later and there is
no feedback, nothing.



For me, the issue is saying you are going to do something (prominently) and failing to deliver. If anything, my complaint is
based on the fact that FB 1.0.2 is a perfect solution for my issue, and the converter that was advertised was not
delivered. I can't just drop all the work my community has done for the sake of migrating to FB, so there is a real need for
a working SMF converter.



Now as to a couple of other questions. What the do you expect me to do in the community? How do you want me to
contribute when I can't use the script. One thing with developers I've learned over the last four years I've been running a
website is devs think we are all programmers. Most of us are not, and though I know some PHP, HTML, and Flash
scripting, I'm no where near knowledgeable enough to write a script to help out. Do you want me to prop FB on other
sites? Well there's no way in hell I'll do that until I get my forum on FB. Look above...one admin wants to PAY somebody
to convert his/her forum for them. From most people's point of view, that is not a good sign. So my first and ONLY post
was to add my voice to the chorus of those left out in the cold.



You are right...no one is holding a gun to my head forcing me to use FB, which is why I am now exploring alternatives.
You may be right that other solutions have their issues too, but it's certainly worth a try because the devs haven't given
anyone here a straight answer. 32 pages of material in this thread certainly tells me this is a concern that should be
addressed.



As to why I'm upset: 1) The devs ADVERTISED on Joomla's Extension page and on this website that a SMF Converter
was "coming soon".

I
don't get paid for it, but I do it for love of the subject. But one thing I do know is when someone SAYS they will do
something "soon", they better damn well do it. Writing "SMF Converter Coming Soon" in the promos is a promise as far
as I'm concerned. It didn't say "subject to finding a coder who knows what they're doing" or "subject to time availability."



And again, to pile on, nobody official comes in here to say anything...and that just makes matters worse.



So let me put it back to you...what do you want me do to in the community? You lambasted me for my complaining in my
first and only post. As you said, the devs have lives, and so do I and I run a website of my own. What could I have done
other than voice my frustrations.



I want to run Fireboard, I really do, because it will solve many of the login issues I have, integrate my site more tightly,
and allow me to launch other services seamlessly because of the uniformity. But so far, the lack of follow up on this
converter and failure to communicate where this project is at is inexcusable. THAT is why I'm upset.

Hopefully someone will do just that and Joomla will indeed have a true forum
component. Disappointing as it is, it seems Fireboard will not be that component.You must be out of your mind.  There
may not have been front page updates but the project is far from dead.  The 1.0.2 version is due out quite soon.  There
have been updates on some of the progress of the next version.  Maybe not as much as what everyone, including
myself, would like to see but the project is FAR from DEAD!
