I have a few websites using fireboard and I just upgraded my personal one just to see how its works, and to me this new
release is a little bit problematic. People that does not know how to edit or change code manually could have problems.
For example the seyret video component in my website was working fine with the comments integration with fireboard
1.0.3 but now its just a bunch of crappy code errors. The solution was to cancel the integration for fireboard comments in
seyret. Please try to make full backups before any upgrades just in case. If the forum upgrade goes well it will be no
problem with if there is some errors and you dont have a backup you will be stuck a few days or more figuring how to fix
it(you will always find a way but the problem is the time), and this could be a major headache for people with forums with
lots of traffic. So be safe, make a backup, learn how to use the backup, be sure that you know how to install the backup
and then make the jump. :unsure: :dry:

I've search everywhere for the file but it's not there. I've stumbled the known issues in the release's Wiki:



Timezone - Board offset issue



Currently FireBoard stores all times in UTC + Board Offset. The Offset is added to the server time and new posts are
stored with that time. A change in Board Offset only effects new Posts but can make for some future post time/dates for
existing posts. These temporal issues disappear after a few hours (when enough time has past to compensate for the
new board offset. This is another area that was deemed too risky to touch in a bug fix release. However, we have put this
on our future todo list for improvements. A change will also allow FireBoard to manage user individual timezone settings. 



I played around with the board offset, and some of the "DAYS" variables are showing correctly. I think it must be related
to this issue, since i'm having problem with the time. 



I'll wait for some time to see whether the problem will disappear as mentioned.

I'll agree with a few comments about not upgrading, and I don't think Ironside was out of line in asking what he did, or
taking issue with the level of hassle involved with upgrading.  The instructions, in the same wiki being cited, leave me
scratching my head.



Example: On item 6, "The final structure should look like this:"  doesn't show what the structure should be, nor provides
either a link or graphic.



Item 8, "If necessary, rename all the “jos_” occurrences to your own database prefix. Hence, if your db prefix it “boj_” then
you should rename all “jos_” to “boj_”."  How am I supposed to know if it is necessary?  And do I rename every single table
in the database, or just those related to Fireboard?  And do I change them back after the upgrade?  



Item 9, "Execute the queries on your remote host; either inside phpmyadmin or your favourite database manager. . ." 
What queries?  And what result should be displayed if they run correctly?  What are the queries doing?



". . . If you get any error during the execution, e.g. you had done some modifications to the database before, then you
should execute the rest of the queries and not all of them. . . "  The rest and not all of them?  So if I get an error I should
skip that one and move on?  Or skip down a few and keep going?

First of all, there is a cb tab with subscriptions and
favorites. It can be downloaded from this site under plugins. It is a 3rd party beta version, but seems to work fine.



This does not however, solve the issue with landing on fireboard profile page after clicking links Subscribe or Favoirite
even when using the forum with Community Builder integration. If one uses CB integration that is just very confusing. It
would be better if the re-direct that takes the visitor to fb profile page after clicking the link would take the visitor back to
the same page where he clicked the link, if cb intergartion is used. In future version is would be better if there were a
button, not only for Settings, but also for profile page in the case of cb integration. So if a were to check my favorites I
can click the profile page and then see the favorites under my forum tab.

Just wanted to jump in here to relay my 1.0.3 to 1.0.4 experience -- upgrade was easy and relatively uneventful. I've
been following this thread from the beginning and admit to being a little apprehensive. To anyone else unsure about at .3
to .4 conversion -- I say go for it. Just proceed slowly and start off with a backup (JoomlaPack is my favorite). I even
made copies of all the local files to be overwritten as an extra precaution.



Following the instructions on the Wiki, download the patch version of 1.0.4. Go slowly and verify along the way that all
files in the package are being uploaded to your web server via ftp.



There was only one hiccup to report. All went well until I signed on into my forum as a registered user. Was presented
with serious db error and I started to worry. Suddenly I had remembered reading in the thread that the configuration file
was going to be overwritten. After the uploads I had glanced at forum configuration in the control panel and noticed that
nothing seemed to have changed -- but didn't thing much about it at the time.



After a bit if head scratching I began to wonder why the config hadn't gone back to default. On a lark I re-uploaded
"fireboard_config.php" -- config reverted to default and I was able to log in as a user. 



It actually took longer to re-configure the forum settings than to perform the upgrade -- but this gave me a chance to get
re-acquainted with all the config settings.
